Tho labor men of Boston achiaved a prill-
fant success in yesteirdanv’s parade, pre-
sonting to the citizensa grand and imposing
spectacle, and renderinz Labor day of 1836
an  occasion loniz 1o bLe icmembered.
Never before have the toilers of the great
city coms forth so unannnously, and lent
the strength of their numbeis to 1 relebra.
tion putely their own., Labor day may be
said to have been inaugurated this morning,
and niust heroafter date from 1554,

The dry was most propmitious {o the big
event., The air was Just cool enough, tho
8xy just cloudy onough, to protect the
marching thousands,and render theiv prog-
ress cool and comiortable, Tho windows
and the housotops were thronged with
spectators. The doors of the workshops
were closed. There were gireat crowds in
tho street.  Altogether tho city wore a gala
and holiday appearance betitting the occa.
sion,

The mounted aids, bedecked
with hrilliant colors, with steeds adorned
with martial trappiogs, caucht the eyeof
the gamin, who rushed breathlessly slter
the rapidly disappearnng rider.

Then tho Toilors’ Union, which had the
right of ine, was fortunate in their admir-
ers. Girly, young and old, pretty and
homely, and almost without number, fol-
towed tho stalwart disciples of the needle,

as he glanced at some pretty face hidden
beneath a cojuettish hat, felt the ipspira-
tion of the moment stronger than ever, and
with swelling breast, would glance up on
the banner which Lore the embiem of his
craft, and around himn at the turongs of
feilow - workmen, who had respond-
ed to the call almost spentaneously.
and one could almost read in the expectant
face what his actions had already spoken—
real pride in bemg a workingman. Nor
were the hat and cap makers without theiwr
disciples. for at each turn fresh fuces would
swmile on them, and new voices would cheer
their admirable und manly appearance.

‘The bakers, with their suits of white and
caps to match, caused much merriment for
the crowds, who were now in a mood to
find fun in anytbing, fun that was as good-
natured as it was harmless.

\When the bricklayers reached Clarendon
strect, followed by the assembly of tenders.
the crowds parted to right and left, and,
without bidding, gave the hardy workmen
a reception such ss their excellent ap-
vearance warranted. The wood turn-

ers, cabinetmnakers, furnitme {finishers
and woodworkers also came in for
the lion share of praise given by

no means grudgingly, and given witha dis-
crimination which was worlhy the im.
mense populace apd solf-hmposed critics.
Next to the bakers and the mounted aids,

Then the applauso began. Each organiza.
tion as 1t appeared had in the throngs that
crowded doors, sidewalks and windows
some admirers who shouted commenda-
tion to the men below. Handkerchiefs were
waved back as tokens of recognition to the
salutes from the line, and bright-colored
ribbons, as they fluttered from the dress of
some pretty wearer, seemed to partake of
the ownor’s enthusiasm and fiaunted back
the aporobation which the gallant appear-
ancoe of the line warranted.

As the line of parade moved down Colum-
bus avenue the throngs increased. At the
bridge the eager on-Jookers found ample
room in which to view the proceedings from
the massive iron architecture, At the cor-
ner of Berkeley streot the high, wido steps
were 1nsutlicient to H the
crowds which

Sought a Vaatage Ground,
and the hundreds who did find a snot
there were crowded and cramped by the
dissatistied late-comers, who tried hard but
with 11l success, to raise themrselves over the
lhieadsof the thousands thatlined the walks.

Passing Wright & Moody’son Columbus
avenue the procession recelved its firsg
genuine ovation. The numerous windows
were thronged with men and girls, who
hurrahed until hoarse,and then endeavored
to convey some idea of thewr enthusiasin
by a frantic waving of handkerchisfs, um-
brellas hats, anythiog in fact that
was handy and could answer the
purpose.

The Scenes nt the Whart

of tho Boston and Hingham Steamboat

It was not only
those who had come in the pro-
cession, but thousands who did not

thus appear who now clamored for admit-
tanco to the boats. Men, women and chil-
dren of all ages aud conditions wore
crowded togethier on the wharf or walked
alonu the avenuo, looking vainly out upun
the harbor, Many went along to Howe's
the steameors for Nantas.
ket, but  the  major part of the
vast gathering waited about for more boats.
It was fmpossible for them to wet relianie
information a3 to whether thero would be
furthher transportation of passenwers, or at
what time the boats would come, and every-
body scemed in a stato of indecision as to
what ought to be done

‘The othico of the company on the wharf
was, to an ordiznary man, unapproachable.
The hundieds secking the information
which they did not seom abhle toget blocked

he cntrance to the stairs in spite of

the offorts of tho police and stood in # sohd
mass, immovable, in front of the door. In
spite of tho confusion and the turmoil,
thore was no disorderly conuuct or roway-
ism. Everybody scemed good natured, de-
spite their disappointiaent.

Among those left on the wharf wero the
painters snd decoraters, many of whamn had
not purchased thejr tickets. Three boats
were used, the Governor Andrew, the
Twihght and the William Harrigson. and

were taken from the wharf, Each boat was
crowded to 1ts utmost capacity., As fast as
onc Joad was cairiel the boat would return
for more. The last trip down was not made
until £ in tho afternoon.

The boat hands ray that there were from
1300 to 1600 passenuwers in each of the
eignt bont-loads refoired to, and that at
least 10,000 were taken in this way.

Beating a Creat Biz Drum.

One of the features of the labor paraus
yesterday was the immense bass drun ueed
for tho first time by the Nztional Guaid
band of Boston, which piayed for the Hat-
ters' Union.

T'wo call skins for the
drumheads each weasuring forty-five inclies
in «ifameter were selected and tanned
expressly for this drum, aml if one
wera to walk around the drum he wouid
have to travel over eleven feet aud three
wnches. Tho length of the shell is thirty-

jour nches, and 104 feet of drum
cord and forty -two  drum ears
made of stont cowhide weie 1equired

in construction. The wood work 1s of
spruce. 1 the form of stavos,, seveniy-nine
of which were reguired, no_ono stave Lens
over onn and three-fourths inches wide.
The letterinz of this monster cost §11 75,
and the total cost Is snid to be 367 50. The
punters and aecorators alsoatiracted much
attention from their mauching, and were
the reciments of several tiags.

Labor Day in New York.

New Yorr, September 6.—Today is *'La-
bor day” in this city, and the occasion was
marked by one of the largest labor parades
ever witnessad 1n this cty. Fully 20.000
men were n line. and though rain threat-
ened from carly this morning, the spirits
of the workingmen never flagged,
and every trade was well represented.

A feature of the parade was tho exhibl-
tion of industries, there boing no less than
thirty trucks in line, urvon which were secn
busy workmen plving their trades. .
1in stmi; parades wore also held 1n New-
ark, New Baven, Hartford, Baltimore, Chi-
c¢ago and other ciuies., ¢
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
