Now Features ‘This Yoar.

Several new features are to be intro-
duced into the parade this year In the
way of {llustration of the diffcience he-
tween unfon and nonunlon labwor, 'The
horseshoers union will have the most
striking one. It wil be composed of
two horses, one shod by union and the
other by nonunten men ‘Thils organl-
zation will, as heretofote, present the
chief muaglstrate of the commonwealth
with a horseshoe made on the route of
the parade, and will extend this cour-
tesy to the chief marshal of the parade
when paesing In review (n Postoflice gq.

The grocery and provision clerks will
have a float In the paride showing a
unlon meat and provision store, the
clerks doing business just as they would
It pureuing thelr regular occupations
The meat cut while In the parade will
bo contributed to one of the charitahle
organizations, probably the working
boys home, after the parade breaks up,

The allfed Vrlnllng trades council will
have a display of the union label of
these crafts in the line In the second
division, and the city dnsmmnouts will
have thelr working implements taste-
fully decorated,

The change In_ the route this year
glves the Central labor union committee
an excuse to decorate Its headquarters,
which this committee wans not slow to
improve, and for the first time in the
history of Labor day 15 Lllot st will be
claborately decorated at the expense
of the organization, in honor of the men
and women renresented in the organl-
zation,

To accommodate the bufliing trades
couneil, whose members will plenie at
Onk Island immedlately after the pa-
rarle, the route has been changed, so
that the parade will be dismissed at
Postollice sq inftead of Charles st, as
heretofore.

Although It fs not expected that the
patade thls vear will be as large as in
past years, the mosement in this clty i
decidedly stronger than ever before, and
slowly but simely 18 belng added to by
the more skilled as well ag by the less
skilied labor,

This whl be shown In the men parad-
ing in the 1ank< of the C. L. U, as dele-
gatey on that day. Such occupations as
the news writers, machinists, jewelers,
stationarv englneers, corrlage workers,
shoe workere, metal polishers, laundiy
workers, bank stampers, binders, goliy
heafers, tunk makers, beer bottlers and
drivers, plass blowere, ete, many of
whom will be represented In the ranks
of the trade unfon parado for the first
time this year,

Lioaders of tho Movemont.

As the public will be anvious to know
something of the history of the men
who are the chlef commanders of the
matching organized workingmen the
following brief blography is given:

Fred J. Kneeland, chief of staff to the
chief marshal, Is one of the old and aec-
tive members of the labor movement, a
painter by trade, and representing
painterg unfon, 11, in the building trades
council, of which organization he Is the
president,

He was born In this clty, in 1885, edu-
cated In the public rchools, and went to
woirk as an apprentice soon after leav-
irg bis hooks ~After a flve years' ap-
)lcntlcvﬂhlx.» he Joined the K. of l.., be-
ng a member of the famous assembly
of painters, known as loeal, 4493, In
his Jocal organization he has served in
about every offlee, representing also the
assembly In the distiict counctls of D,
A. 30, and upon its executive board.
He Joined, at its organization, local
unlon, 230, of the Brotherhood of paint-
ers and decorators, and was an active
member of that orpanizition until §t
:nerued into 11, along with local union

e 1a alco o delegate from his unlon
to the Cential Labor unlon, and is vice
president of that body,

Patrlek J. FFoley, marshal of the build-
Ing tiades’ couneil division, was born {n
Scotland In February, 1859, The son of a
union miner, he came to thils city in
1822, and jolned the unlon of his craft,
then known as steam fitters' assoclation,
wiere he soon arose to prominence,

He was chogen as a delegate to the
building trades coune!l and the Cential
labor unlon as soon as his otganization
became atllillated with these cential
bodles.

o1 two and one-half years he served
as business agent of the stpam fitters
union, In which capacity he became
widely known among the men who make
up the organizations of the bullding
trades.

He e at present vice president of the
building trades councll, and as tho presi-
dent of that organization s the chief
marshal of the parade, the dutles of the
ofiice of marshal of the first division
falls upon his shoulders,

Thomas J. Murphy, marshal of the
Cential lahor unfon divislon, was born
in thig city July 2, 1868, and attended the
puble schools until his 13th year,

He served his apprenticeship ag g
hoigeshoer and joined the union of his
trade as snon ayg possible after becom!ing
a journeyman, .

Ifor the past sIX years he has held the
position of secretary of his local unlon,
and durlng 1ts darkest days has stond
by the trade union prineiple, encourng-
ing his fellows to remain within the fohl
of the oiganiration.

Ab u 1eward for his services to this
trade he was sent as a delegnte to (wo
natfonal conventiong, the 2th and 204, at

both of which he "accredited himselr
with honor to his local,
He rapresents his union In the Central

labor union, over which organization he
uow presides, having heen elected unani-
mously to the presidency of that hody
last month.  He also repiesented his or
ganization at the recent meetingg of the
Mas<achusetta federation of labor
