Why should they '
not be allowed to reap the fruits of hounest
toll wherever and however they cay, if this
really is e free country? Such liberty of'
choice would seem to be based on nearly
the same principle that an adult should be
allowed to do honest labor under any con-
ditions of hours and wages which suit his
individual ideas.
