Myers, colored, of Margland, Yresident of the
State Labor Union, by fnvitation addressed a
large meeting of the Colored Hod-Cacriers' Asso-
ciation of Philadelphis on Tuesday evening, in
Liberty Lall, some five hundred persons being
present. The Prees says: .

“I'he gpeaker advized a thorough oreanization
of the colored men of Pennaylvania; that they
ghonld put vigilent watchmen upon the walls, to
look out for their political interests] that the
preaent political siatus of the country was
shrouded in myetery; that the colored men of
the country were Leing used for their own de-
struction. He jreferred to the elcctions In Virg:.
nia and T'ennossce 83 an evidence that the color-
ed mecu had been hoodwinked; that the same
game was being played In Maryland, "Thespeak-
er eaid that he had vo confidence in the sincerity
of Senitor Sprague, either as the workingman's
sincere frieud or the friend of the Liack man;
that his highest ambition was the election of
Chief Justice Chage as the next President, The
speeker paid a glowing tribute of reepect to
President Grant and Postmaster General Creg.
weil, al=o toJudge Kclley and Col. Forney, of
Penosylvania.  Ile held that repndiation would
Le ruinons to the laboring interests of the conn-
try; that the National Labor Couvention had
set acside its prejndices on accouut of color, and
admitted colored delegates without a diesenting
voice. 1le said the day was not far distant when
the white and colored laboring meq of the coun-
try would work cide by side in the huey chan-
nelz of Jife, The speaker was loudly and entbu-
eiastically applauded throughount. Uleers wera
Fivcn for President Grant, his Cabine:, and other
riends of human progrees, after which a colla-
tion was given in houor of the Maryland dele-
aates to the Natloual Couvention.”
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
