They were
averete 10 speaking for the sole purpose of occn-
pying time wotle the Congrees was awaiting the
action of committees.

The Chair beiug called upon, gaid thaf this
convention, thongh not so larze in nombers
as tome political conventions, was yetof great
importsuer, a8 it affected the happmness of mil-
lfons «f men and women, He hoped that the
m¢ mbers present wonld not ceparate uniil they
had despnared the steps which they were to
{ake in g forward direction. He boped that no
political partialicies or prejudices wounld be per.
mitied to stop for ove moment the onward pro-
greﬁss of the great movement they had so much
at heary.

Mr. Camerop, chairman of the committes on
permanent orgapization, after being out 4 conple
of hours, repurted that rhere Was no prospect
that the committee wonld be able to report to-
pipbt, ard atked for {nrther time, Aftar some
