Wheteus there comes from the ranks of labor
a dcmand for more ime for moral, intellectusl
sud social cuiture, and believing that ibis de-
mand i  he result of that coudivion of progress
fn which 1he workingmen of this nation are
prepared 1o take a step higher ia the scale of
moral arg inteilectaal life; therefore be it

Feolved, That it be enjuived upon ths mem
bers of this conventlon, as they go to tholr re-
epec fve locutities, to ude all houorabla means
to agitate the eizh'-honr guestion; publicly and
privately, and to ¢ff-ct eome plan Of orginiza
tibn wherely we may eccare the conliined
sirength of the werking men of to: naion, to
(et this grent inhor reform, belfeving thit g
iration ard orgapizatfon are thetwo great ievers
DLy which we are to accomplish this impotiant
reenlt. That ko far 2s political ac too is COn-
cerned, cack locality shoold ne goveroed by it8
owzn poliey, whe hertorun an iudspsndent ticket
e.mpoustd-of workingmen from s own ranks,
or 10 uee the political pariies already existing,

Mr, A. (. Cemeron, of Ilinois, chairmen of
the commitiee on 1'rades Unions and strikes,
wede the followlng report:

Reccgenizing ng s fundamental trath thst &
sqrion there is strength,’”” and helieving aizo that
all reforms in the lzsbor movement can only be ef-
fected by the irteliigent, systematic effore of the
inGoetrial clasece; and believing algo thay the ef-
fort can at present but be directed through the
several trades organizations, your commiiteg
would recommexnd the formation of unions tn alt
localities,where the same do noé exist, and the
formation of a nativnai orgacization in every
hrapckh-of iudusiry asa firet and most Important
daty of the honr, and c'alm that no @Aan Lag par-
forined bis duty, either to himself, his femily, oz
his fellow workmen, wio has heretoforc ne-
glected or refused to o go.

Believizg also thet the ¢fiorts eon7on-
tion ehoeld be directed to devise the most avail-
abic and practical mesns by which this united
pction may ©e obisined, sud knowing that a
iarce nember of gur skilled mechanics are ex-
cluded from these orgunizitions by pass delin-
quencieg, wbich it wonld be indicious to over-
Jeok. wonld recommend that an invitation be
extended to all such to re-enroll ithemselves In
the v:eat army of Jabor, and that all local anions
pe carnestly roqaested to extend the ollve
brerch of peace, and recelve such appli antina
gpirit of conctliation, and that the fiest of Janu.
ary. 1867, be pumed as the time when such op-
poriunity shatl expire by limitation. Yoar com-
mittee wounld 8leo saggest that a more rigid en-
foreemernt of tte apprenticeskhip system shoatd
be preciced, believieg that such action would

re@ournd to our intereste, ag our Trades’ Ualoas
sre or shonld bo organized upon the principie of

They would also suggest that asthere are a
oreet meny jaborers who do not form patt of
Trages’ Uuions. aud as it {8 dezirab'e to bring
ail within the rapks of the labor movement, that
u cenera! workingmen’s asgociation be récoy-
nized ae belovging to the general organization,
and entitled to sealsia auy fature Labor Con-
ciese, N .

Your commilice wonld also recommend the
catatlishmwent of mechanics' fnstituates, lycenme
ard readipg rocms wherever practicahle. tnd
that said inztitnte he ere’ted on grounds owned
by :Le eeveral labor associations.

\With regard to tbe snbject of vsirikes,” your
committee give it. astheir deliberate opinton,
ihat 88 8 rule they are prodactive of grest in-
jury to the lahoring claseds;. that many have
been injudicions apd iit-advized, and the resalt of
impulse rather thban principle; that those who
naie been the fiercest in thelr advocacy have
becn the first to advocate snbmission: and would
ther¢fore discountenance them, except as a der-
7:i€r yesort, and when all means for amicable ad-
jostisent have been exbansted.

Yonr committee wonld also recommend the !

appcictment by each Trades’ Aseembly of an
arbitration commitice, to whom shall bereferred
all matters of diepute ariging between the em-
p'oiers and employceg, believing the earlier
zdoptien of guch a system wonld have prevented
% mejority of thoae fil-advised. so called strikes.

ir. cornclueion, your commitice would agaln
refer 1o the ell-important question of organiza.
1ion 8s A panacea for tbis growing evil, because
when every mechanic iz enrolied ia a union of
tradee, strikkes will become imposgsibllities. Nor
eac thiz be takem a3 8 menace to cmployers,
knowing, a8 we do, that the prisciple involved
i pot aggressive but défensive in character,
fourdcd on the principlea of eternal truth aand
justice. Un the contrary, they believe it woald
be the means of creating a bond of sympathy be
tween the employer and emwployee, and inaagn-
Taticg & reizn of confidence and mutual esteem
in place of the antagoniam and jealousy at pre-
sent existing.

On motion, the report was reccived withont
debate, and adopted.

LLIGRT ON “CO-OLTERATIVE ASSGCIATIONS AND

- FPRIFON LABOR.

Mr. Alex. Troup, of Mass., chairman of the
commiitee ‘*on co-operative aszociatious axzd
prison labor," made the following zepor!:

Reeolved, That the Natioval Lebor Congress,
ow their return to their constitucuta, recomuiend
that _petitions be’circulated and forwarded to
the different Legielatnres urgicg upou them the
‘pagsace of co-operative acts. -

Liesolred, That having considered the matter
©f convict labor at some lengih, your committee
are of the opinion that if convict labor canuot

e entirely abolished, that the eame compensa-
tion should be demandcd by the United States
and the respective States of contractors con-
tractirg for convict Jabor as that'paid in work-
shope vuteide of the prisons; and your commit-
tee wonld most respectfnlly recommend that the
workirgmen petition Congress and their respee-
tive Leoislatarer on this subjeet.

The rcport was received, and adopted withont
dcbate.

EXPORT ON ADDRESS TO WORKINGMEN,

dr. A. C. Cameron, of Illinois, chairman of
the committee c¢n ‘*An Address to Mechanics
‘and Workingmen,*’ made the following report:

Your comm'itee to whom was referred the
duty of preparing an address to the.mechanics
apd workingmen of the Unpited States, setting
forth the neccessity and benefits of the eight-
honr Eystem, aud 1he most_available means by
which the same may be gbtained, beg leave 10
1eport that, efter o careful review of the whole
matier, and considering the fact thateuch an
appeal weould be pubject to the criticism of the
cntire capita) press of the country, which, much
as it mey be'deplored, controls that public opi-
rion without which we can never be successful
ia our.pregent conteet; realixing, als», that it
should be catholic in spirit, comprehensive in
gcope, simple in diction, nnd unanswerable in
argument, are convinced that more time 18 re-
guisite in ite preparsiion than the present ses-
siop of this convention affords, therefore res-
pectfully snggests that two weeks be aliowed
hem afier itg adjournment to present the eame,
believing the reasops given will be suflicient for
the dclay asked. - = .

The report was received and adopted.

miltec of {three.” The prezident shall be author-
120010 appointp vice-paesident from the Siates
Lot 1epresented In this Congreés as soon as he
icay find some proper person 80 to appoint,
I'esoved, That every Trades’ Union, Workiog-
men'e Agsocinrion and Eight-Hour Leagae shall
he eutitled to -one delegate in this Congress for
ithe firet five hundred (500) members, or less, and |
for every sdditional five hundred oricactional
nart thereof, ane additional delegate, and every
National: or International Union shall be repre-
sented by one delegate. It-ghall be the daty of
the eajd officers of this organization to carry out
the acts of the predent Labor Congrees, to direct
amtation, and further the” interest of the labor
movement by all possible means. The gessions
of the Labor: Congress shall be annual, and be
held slternately in-the different-scctions of the
Union,in the geafon of autnmn.
