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" PROHIBITION AND LABOR.

The Convention at Cofambas, Ohio—A
- New Parsy teo be Formed. .

Corumsus, Ohio, Feb. 22.—The Nationa
Probibition Convention met this morning.
There were 194 delegates present from nine
States. Rev, JOBX RUSSELL, Chairman of the
National Committee, called the Counvention to
order. Hon. GIDEON T. STEWART, of Ohio, wel-
comead the delegates in & few remarks, urging
the adoption of a platform that should place
them before the country in no urncertain posi-

tion. After the appointment of the usnal com-
mittees, permanens organization was effected
by electing Hon. SAMUEL CHASE President. Mr.
CHASE thanked the Convention in a few re-
marks, declaring the persons present justified in
meeting in counvention and forming a new
party, because both the Republican and Demo-
cratic Parties ignored the question of temper-
ance. - The Convention then took & recess,

& On reassembling, the Convention adopted a
preamble declaring that the trafiic :n intoxicat-
ing beverages 18 a dishonor to Chnistian civiliza-
tion, inimical to the interesats of gociety and a po-
litical wrong.

The resolutions declare ttat the nation is in
peril because of non-prolubicion, and that the
Piresident and Vice-President should be elected
by the people direct, and much more to the
sawe purport. The Convention tbhen adjourned
sine die.

THE LABOR CONVENTION,

The National Labor Conventiou reassembled
at 10 o’clock this morning, and spent much of
the time in discussing the question of admitting
as a delegate JAMES KILGORE as a representa-
tive of International Section No. 26, of Pennsyl-
vania. He was flnally aamited as a part of
the Pennsylvania delegation. The Committee
on the Platform made a report, the financial
plank of which was discussed until noon. - The
Committee then took a recess.

The Convention reassembled at 2 o’clock. The
Committee on the platform reported resolutions,
which were taken up seriatim and adopted. The
preamble declares that all political power is in-
herent in tbe people, and a free govern-
ment 18 founded on their authority and
establishad for their benefit, that all citizens are
equal in political nghts, and eptitled
to the largest religious and political
liberty compatible with the good order
of society, as also the use and enjoyment of the.
truits of their labor ana talents, and no man is
entitled to exclugive separate emolument or
privileges trom the Government except in con-
sideration of public service, and any laws de-
structive of these fundamental principles are
without moral binding force and shoula bée re-
pealed, and believing that all evils resulting
from unjust legisiation now affecting the indus-
trial classes cau be removed bv the adoption of
the principles contained in the following decla-
rations:

The resolutions declare that it is the duty of
Government to establish a just standaxd of distribu-
tion of capital and labor by founding a& purel
national circnlating medinm, based on the fai
and resources of the nation, issued directly to
the people without the intervention of any bank-
ing corporation; which money shall be legal.
tenders in the payment of all debts public and pri-
vate, interchangeable at the option of the holders tor
Government bonds, bearing & small rate of interest
not exceeding 3 65-100 per cent., subject to future legis-
lation by Congress.

The second resolution favors the payment of the
nationa! debt according to the original contract.

The third declares the exemption of Government
‘bonds from taxation a violation of all the just princi.
ples of the Revenue lawa.

The fourth opposes the sale of public lands to indl-
viduaals or corporations.

‘The fifth favors the admission free of duty of arti-
cles in common uge not produced here, and a revenue
uvpon articles of luxury, and also such duty upon
articles of manufacture, as, we baving the raw ma-
terials in abundance, will assist 1n further develop-
ing the resources of the country.

The sixth advocates the prohibition of the importa-
tion of the Chinese by legisiation.

The seventh favors the Eight-hour law.

The eighth demands the abolition of the contract
1abor in prisons.

The ninth favors assessing and collecting of war
taxes during the progress of the war, instead of leav-
ing the debt to posterity.

The tenth calls for Congressional legislation to pre-
vent the exorbitant charges by railroads and tele-

graphs,

The eleventh favers the one-term principle.

The twelfth favors general amnesty and equality of
1ights and privileges to all.

The Committee oo Platform reoorted addi-
tiona) resolutions, the rst of which demands
the subjection of the malitary to the civil power,
and confinement of its operations to national
purposes alode.

The second asks for 8 reversion of the Patent laws
so as to give labor more fully the benefit of its own
idess on Invention.

Third, that fitness, and not political or personal

consideration should be the only recommendation to
any public office.

'hese were adopted without debate. A reso-
lution for the postponement of the Presidential
nomisation until May was voted down.

Davip H. Davis, of Illino1s, was nominated
for President on the third ballot, the vote stand-
ing, Davip H. DAvis, 201 ; JOEL PARKER, of
New-Jersey, 7; HORACE H. DaY, of New-York,
3. Mr. DAvVIS’ nomination was made wunani
mous.

JoEL PARKER, 0of New-Jersey, was nominated
for Vice-President on the first formal ballot, the
vote standing as follows: JOEL PARKER, 112; E.
M. CHAMBERLIN, of Connecticut, 57; THOMAS H.
EWING, of Ohio, 23. Mr. PARKER’S nomination
was made unanimonus,

After appointing committees to wait ou the
nominees, an Executive Committee of one mem-
ber from each State was appointed, and the Con-
vention adjourned, subject to the call of the Na-
tional Executive Committee.
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
