No Lahor Parade Tomorrow, I

For Lhe first 1lme in several years organ-
lzed laber In Chicago will observe lLabor
day tomorrow without the usual parade.
Instead of a street demaonstration. the up-
Jonjets with (bhelr families &nd friends will
spend the day at pienics and other ontdoor
forms of rocreation.

The parade idea was vated down over-
whelmingly on a referrndum vote sent out
by the Chlcago Federation of Labar. Of-
ficers of the various aflillated wnlons assert-
rd that -the workers were tired of warch-
{ng. and that the expense Incurred hy the,
lacal unlona was too great.. The fact that’
partielpants in the parades had dwindled
each ruccessive labor day also had much
to do wlith discouraging the ‘ldea.

Parades of uniontats, however, will be held
in South Chicago and Biue Island under the
nuspices of the central labor hodied of those
distriets. * Mémhors of the Women's ‘Trade
Unlon lengue, who favored a parade in ('hi-
cago. wlll turn out on review In tha South
Chicago: demonstration.
