A SMALL RIOT QUELLED, -

SIS ORDRRE OF TRS AUTHORITIES DISREGARDED—
AN IMMENERE THRONG IN TOMPKINS 8QUARE—THE
POLIUR CLEBAR THE GROUND AND ARRKST THIRTY-
YIVE MRN—AN OFFICRR INJURED—NMANY OF THE
RIOTERS COMNUNISTS—THR PRECAUTIONS OF THE

The demonstration of the workingmeh, JoaETURY,
was not succeasful, though the recklees crowd that
gathered in Tompkins-square veoded ouly & fow
daring leaders to have transformed them intoa
mob. It is cstamated that 10,000 persona congregated
ia Tompkins-squaré and its vicinity. To offset this
er any largar force of men that might
assemble, 1,600 policemen were on duty in the city
below Tonth-st. The mob was driven from the
square by the police, and during the day 85 men
were artosted and taken to the Eseex Markot Poliee
Court, where they wore committod in defanlt of
$1,000 bail. A polico sergeant was gaveraly in-
jured Ly a rioter, and his assailant was
temnbly beaten by the policeman’s fellow-
officers. Tho ecrowd was cntirely dispersed
Jate in the afternoon, but the vigilance of the police
was pot relagod until 8 p. m., when everything was
as quiet a8 urnal thronghout the city. Snperintend-
emt Matooll states that he believes these demonstra-
tions will be vontinued for weeks to come. Many of
she thouxhtfal workingmen of the city bave pro-
Sewted againet them., _ :

A SKTRMISH AT TOMPKINS SQUARE.
¥BE GROUKD CLFARED BY THE POLICE FIFTEEN
MINUTES BEFORR THE BOUR FOR THE MEETING
~—RESISTANCR® ENCOUNTERED—A BERGEANT AT-
TACKED—A RED FLAG SEIZED.

Tompkins-square 18 a large, unsightly in-
oloned space, bounded by Avenues A aad B and Beventh
and Penth-sta. Being the proposed rendezvous of the
projected d ration yesterday, it wasthe obief point
of interest both In the matter of police preparationsand
of riotous procecdings. There early congregated in the
spen square a large number of idle and vicious men who
were gathered on the groand, conversing in little knots,
end frequently their whispers swclled to loud and
angry sones, the impors of \vmch was revealed
®y thoe threatening doudbling up of fists toward
the policemen who were “etationed not far
away. At9) o'clock the crowd increased to many hund-
reds, 804 at thal time tho jlarge reserve squads arrived
from the Eleventh, Twenty-first, [Beventeenth, and
Kighteenth Precinots, witb Captains Murphy, Ailaire,
Walsh, and Tynan, respectively io command. Tue
Square being in the Beventeenth Ward, Capt. Walsh was
1a eharge of the force stationed there, about 200 in nom-
Ber. The little army was divided into small squads,
whicd were stationedfat the different street coruers and
at the various entrances to the 8quare, in the command
of Bergeanta.

By 10} o’clock the equare wae denecly packed, there
Deing at leant 10,600 in the viclnity. Many oarried clubs
aad beavy sticks, which they fiourished flercely. It had
Been arranged to elear the squure at 10:45, just 15 min-
wtes before tbe time announced for the beginning of the
meeting. At that moment, to » second, Capt. Walsbh,
with a small but compacs body of 34 mes, io double Gle,
with drawn batons, marched rapidly througithe western
getes, and 414 not paase till the center of the space was
restbed. Tue sicnal,’ Halt!” was then givon, and fora
minafe $he men waited for the arrival of the
mountod squad. It was s moment of tmpatience and
exeltement among the police and their officrs. Tue
erowd surrounded them on every side; yojjs and bissce
Slled their ears; an occaslonal misstle foll in tha midet

«8f them; cluds ARA othor weapons could be scen above
ke rough, angry faces, and, acarcely & dblock sway,
bung from the windows of several of the houses’facing
8he squnre, the red flag of the Commune. It did not re-
quire many insults to arouse the ire of the lttle bapd,
and, when before their very eyes, some darmng ruffiavs
SPrang iuto » passing etreet car and attempilod
$0 rodb its ipmatcs, the order was given to
eharge, althoagh the mounted f(squad was not in
a3gbt. Tue crowd fell back with very littla re-
aletance, though oecoastonally a small body of men wonld
Petase 10 move uotil they were soundiv beaten with the
polcewen’s clubs. The division of elsven men led. by
Sergeant Berghold started toward Avenue B,jand they
bad vot raached the sidewalk before a body of about 38
IVeB Was anconntered, who made a very dcolded resist-
anecs, Offcer Walton grasped one of the leaders by the
o0)la? and ordered bim to leave the aquare. The fullow
elinchod with tbe oficer, and thoy rolled jnto the dust
segetber. Bergeant Borghold went to the rescue, and
was intercepted by a man who carried a white banper
inscrided ¢ Tenth Ward Ardjter Union,” with which he
streck the Bergeant o the fuce. The officer wae sur-
Feunded, and ons man felled lum to the ground with the
beavy portion of a biliard cne. The blow was fullowed
by another inflicted on bis forehead by a bawmer in the
haods of & mewber of the gung. At this mowcnt seversl
Sellow ofMocre eprang into the orowd, atriking right sad
Jeft, knooking » man down at every blow.tand- rescued
the Bergeoaut, who was very badly injurcd. ‘The three
Persons who committed the ussunls were urrested, snd the
wah who nsed the hammer was terribly beaten. When
Beought into the stution bleod atreamed down his face
and saturated Lis clothiog, while his arm bung by bis
stde belpless from a broken wrist. Tue clubLing waus
general, for aithough the majority of the persons who
had gatbhered wero ill-clad 1dlers, wany of them were
stadborp and lll-disposed. Just at the timo when tue
last of the modb was scattoring through the gates sur-
rounding the square to tho eide strects, the mouuted
oD, led by (apt.Bpeigbt of the Twenty-second Precinct
and Bergeant Mesting galloped up Avenue A, and
saroed into S8eveuth-st. When they reached Avenue B,
the order was given to drive the crowd away from the
wicinity aliogether. A portion of the squad ewept
shrooxh Teoth-st., the upper boundary of the square,
while tbe remaining detachwment oleared Beventh-st.,
the Jower boundary. The heavy boofs of the Srained
bevets and the drawn clubs offtheir riders, exercired s
wholesome influenoe upon the crowd, and theyjdispersed
thengh not with uuy greatevidences of fear. Many dis-
appeared into nejghboring houses, ssloons and
alleyways, only to reappear when the ebargers
had paseed, but the majority were driven before the
borses, first Lo Avenue A and then (o First-ave., where
$wo or threo thousand people collected ib the vicinity of

the Beventeouth Precinot Biutivn.

While (apt. Walsh was cieariug the square, Capt. Al-
Jaire, of the Twenty-first Precinet, with his detachwment,
wae stattoned at Avenue A and Teoth-st. Hin attention
was directed suddenly (0 » body of men, nuwbering
sbout 350, who were marcbiug down the oenter of the
avemue, fuliowed by & pumerous rabble. The
Jeader, who appeared afterward to bo Justus
Schwab, & Cominunist, cartied an immense red flay,
wb:ch be triutinphantly waved over his head. When the
Bandreached the square, Capt. Allsire ordered bis men
0 seattor them, which was done quickly and vigorously.
C 1sts were Iy julously driven down the cross
stredts, and the red fiax trivled Jo the dust. It was not
many mojoents afterward when Sohwab reappeared
wiib his bauncr wrapped about e body. Cuapt. Allaire
erdered his arrest, which was done, and the red flag now
adoros the Beventeentd Precinct Station.

The Beventeenth Precinct Station, at First-ave. and
WAtb-sL., was 1D & state of siege for weveral hours. Tue
wigorous trestroent of all loungers about Tompkine-
eaquare by tde police drove them from the vicinity, and
they paturally crowded about the spot where so mauy
of their number were imprisoned. The people were
fairly orushed in their endeavors to view the lvely
s0onos that were constantly oocurring, and travel was
ssriously lwpeded. The crowd extended down Fifth-st.
and for a block eitber way on First-ave. The Jam was
wost denso just Opposite the entrance of the station.
Policewmen were thickly epnnkied among the motley
erowd, and an aggressive movement by man or boy
wes invariably followed by arrest. Detectives
Leady and Voo Gerichten and other officers from the
@stective office also mingled with the erowd and caugbt
severa) skilifu) thieves plying their vocation, Both of
he above-named detectives were considerably bruised
during one encounter in whiob they eongaged, The
s.erehoepers in the vicinity closed their stores at an
early hour, because the men rushed i any open house
er more to hide from the police. Fights were cop-
ssnually golng on, bus the police were alwaya viotorious.
Slones Wero thrown frequently by men and
Doys Wwho were anxious to incite & mob, and
the officers Wwere almost Invariably tbeir 4targets.
Gevera) proces of rock were thruwn with vialence
ot the erowd of policemen who guarded the entrance
t0 the station, but every such assault was the signa) tor
retaliation for the hisses and cries of abuse wbich were
eenstantly beard on every side. Capt. Wulsh finally lost
all patience i» desling with the miserable men who #0
aspeyed him, and at about 3 o’cloek be ordered out »
seserve platoon, and tho men jomped 1nto crowds,
shwaeking In every direction with their elnbs, slways
oadein) pot 80 M beads where Do resistanee was wade,
Dut wiid DO merey for aboulders 02 arms.

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were pearly clea?, but the distant sound of & drom snd &
Band of music stirrred up the excitement agwin. Crowds
rushed up the streets to Becond-ave., thinking to find &
whole r of 1diers P . abd others
rushed in the open doors of all the houses,
to hide, I possible, probably rememberivg
the terrible lesson taught on the 13th of July, two years
sgo. However, the music and the soidiers wero nod
very formidable, as it turned out to be the veteran corps
of some rogimont who were returning from s visit to
the conntry. Although fights ooourred frequently
throughout the afternoon betwoon the policomen and
the poople, the blage finally b Uer and
swmaller until it dwindled inte sroups of small boys, who,
perbaps, made mostof the Doise daring the day,and
were vet, when darknoss arrived, unabashed avd un-
terrifica.

1n the Beventeentb Police Precinct and in the vioinity
ot Tompkins 8quare, at night, the streots were quiot,
and the corners of the thoroughfares which had besn
thronged all day with groups of men and boys, were
deserted. In antioipation of further deogonstration
manoy of the stores on First-avo. had been closed
late in the afternocon, hut ss the darkness oame
on the orowds dispsrsed, and all indications of
an outbroak, oeased. A tasto of tho moruing’s adven-
ture and the oool nipping air had evidently choked any
doaire on the part of the mod for a further encounter
with the police. The streeta and avenues which had
Dbeen the scones of the day’s disturbanoe were guarded
by the patrolmen of the Beventeenth, Who were
statlonod on their regular posts, there belog
no reserve, and no  preparations for re-
enforcoment, 88 18 was deemecd | TDNECASSATY.
At the station-honss in this precinot the day’s adven-
ture was & subject of general comment among the po-
Hoe, and at different hours through tho night the squads
of men, as they filod in, relieved from daty, reported
that the avonucs were olear, and that no incidents had
ocourred outside the nsual routine of duty. 8ince even-
ing no arrests had been nudg exoopt for intoxication,
snd the neighboriog sbopkeepers and jdents, who
bad entertained fears of s nigbt diatarbance for pur
pores of plunder, wero satisfied that tho rios was effectn-
ally guolled. .

THIRTY-FIVE PRISONERS
ALL OF THEM COMMITTED IN DEFAULT OF BAIL.

Soon after the dash made by Capts. Walsh,
Murphy, Allaire, and Tynan and their mon upon the
crowd in Tompkins-square at 11 a, m., the prisoners
began to arnvo at the Seventoenth Precinct Station.
Rvery person taken into custody was followed by a
large crowd, which demanded his reteass froia hia cap-
tors. As each prisoner was brought to the
station-houss he had to give his name, 8age,
a8dress, and occupation, and then he was takeo
to the colla. The axcitement in the neighborhood waa
intensc, and crowds of women and children called to aee
if their busbands and fathers had been arrested. On
being scarobed only a fow weapons of & scrious charao-
ter were found upon the prisonera, jncluding a large
kuife and & nuwber of large cobble-stonos found in their
pockets, They all claimed fthat they were innocent of
riotons conduct, and said thoy were drawn to the neigh-
borhood by curlosity and did not intend to assuult any
one, As many of them werejicharged with throwing
stones, they claimed that tho stones were thrown at the
crowd and not at tho officors.

At 8 0’clock thirty-five prisocers wero confined in tho
eells, and, Capt. Waleh having determined to tuke them
to the Easex Market Police Court, ha oalled out the
officern and formed them into two rows leuving an open
#paoe in the center. Kach officer who had arrested a
prisoner took his man and placed him between the two
rows of officers. The word of command wus given and
the men marched down First-ave. Whon the priscners
appearcd in tho street the crowd followed them

@ block or two and then attempted s rescus

by Shjrowing stones at the officers.  But here
they made _p mistake! for another sargeant
and a number of polieomen were upon them in a short
time, and by Jjudiciously usiug. their clubs the avenue
was again free. Two men wero arroated and taken back
to tbe station-house, and lodged in the cells. One of
them, named Rudolph Meyer, & cabinet-maker, residing
at No. 201 Fourth-st., took up a heavy stone and throw
1t direct at Officer Michael O’Conor’s head. Soveral ofli-
eers who saw the act rushed upon him, and he would,
doubtless, bave been killed had not his age saved hiwm,
for he was an old man. However, he was roughly
handled, and when brouxht to the station-houss asid he
threw the stone at a boy who seemed to be firing stoncs
at the officers.

With the exception of this attack, tho remainder of
the journoy was perforined without adventure.

Considerable excitement was mauifestod at the Police
Court upon the appearance of Capt. Walsh and the squad
of police with their prisoners in cnarge. Below is a list
of all the prisvnera capturod 1n the Seventeenth Precinct
and arraigued in Court: : .

UNEMPLOYED FOR A LONG TIME—THE BEARRR

OF THR RED FLAG A FORRIGNER AND A (OM- .

MUNIST—THE SERGRANT'S ASSAILANT,

Justus H. Schwab is a coment mason, & na-
tive of Frankfort-on-the-Main, and is agked sbout 30
yeurs. He 1s the ono who was arrested while baving iu
bis posscasion a red fiag. He adwits that he 1s not a
oitizen, having been in this country four yoars and nine
months. He is s well-Xnown metwber of the Interna-
tional Society attached to Bectlon 9. He was arrestod
two yearsago, when the Internativnals attempted to
parade one Banday in violatlon of the orders of the
Police Commissioners. On thal occasion aiso he carried
the ged fiag of the Commune. He defiautly doolares that
tue police had no right to laterfers with the workiog
mep ia their parade, and cbaracterized the sttack on
them by the police as an outrage. He was willlng to be
a martyr o such & canse as that for which he was ar-
rested. He declared that the workingmen had a right
t0 sssemble in. public parks aud esquares, and pass
through whatever streets they pleased. When told thut
be was charged with inciting a riot, be sald that there
was no evidenoe to prove this. He made no harangue,
and had no usawful weapon in his possession, When
asked whut right he, a foreigoer, hed W
comé har¢e asd make & disturbance, bhe
deciared that he was a eitizen of the world and roceg-
nized Do nationalities. His father, he said, had served
five years in a German prison for taking partin the
(jermean )sbo? movement of 1631-33. He s evidently a
blind ent ou the aubject of Communism. He
claims to have been out of ewployment 14 weeks.

Joseph H. Offlicher of No. 100 Madison-et. is alleged to
be the Jeader of the party of Communists. He says very
little, and s careful pot to criminate himeelf. Ho says
lie went Lo the pyuare, \D company wth the others, with
pesceable mwotione. When be saw his friend, Meyer,

aliuched DY 1he LOLVS, Lo Woks 10 lis resvus. He alsy

denounced the astion of the polies 20 an outrage on 1b8
rights of the community. Ths Associatlon which be
beaded is kuowa as the Tenth Ward Workingmen's Ar-
beiter Unton.

Chriatian Meycr, who made the attack on Sergeant
Berghold, 1s a painter, liviog at No. 57 Heator-ot. He
has been out of work 19 weoks. He aays that 10 or 13
woeks ago organisations were formed in the various
wards under the direction of (he Commitise of Bafpty.
Boveral meetings wers beld by the organisation to
which Moeyer Dbelonged, known as the AR
beiter Uolon, at Nos. TI anad ™ Esrax-st.
As the Iast meeting the Committes of Bafoty
roported that It bad exhsusted all efforts to
induce the suthorities to provide work fur tbe
upemployed, snd that tke organization would
now be compelled to use force. The Committee advised
the members to procure weapons and assert their righta.

Ho told his wife that if jattacked he knew how
to defend his lifo, On the way from the meetlog-room
1n Essex-st. to the square, Offticher told Meyer and others
that if the polico attempted to interfore with thom
they were to use their weapons. When Bergeant Berg-
hold shoved him back, Meyer anys he then strack him on
the head, with the bammer. Meyer denioa that hoiss
member of the International Boclety, and says ho nover
heard of it until these troubles bogan. Ho basappe-
rontly been led into the movemont by designing 1neo,
who bave put him and others forward to roceivo the
foroe of the blow which thoy did not dare to face. @

Frederiok Qotherd said that ho was a tatlor, and had
boen ous of work for over five months; bedid not
belong to the Internationnls or any other body or union,
and was requested to join 10 the parade to demand
work; hoe said ho did not romember assaulting any per-
son, and was sorry for the trouble he had brougbt on

THE POLICE ARRANGEMENTS.
SIXTERN JMUNDRED MPN ON DUTY—EVERY FOINT
COVERED,

The police arrangements were admirable.
Suporintendnnt Matacll waa propared fur a larger riot
than has ever ocourred in New-York. Bixteon buadred
men were on Anty, cither garri d at the atations, or
ocoupled in muarding the points whore {troublo wns
anticipated. Tho force was divided into four divislons.
Tne first was in charge of Inspector Walliog, whose
command waa divided between the 8ixth, Twenty-sixth,
and Bocond and Third Procincts. At the econd was tho
force of the First and Socond Precincts, under the

command of Capt. Van Duson; at the Third
was the reserve dctachments of the Fifth
ond Third, in charge of Capt. Pottit; st the

Twenty-s1xth was the S8anitary Pollco 8quad, bosldo the
rocular squad of the procinet, under command of Capt.
Leary. Gen. Duryee was also at the City Hall to advise
and sesist, if ueceasary. The Bixth Precinct, the heal-
quarters of the first divieion, was the key to the entire
posit Here [ Walling apent the day, and
this also would have beun the boadquariers of Buper-
totendent Matsell had his presence” heen frequived.
Large dotachments from the Fourth, Boventh, Tenth,
Thirteenth, and Thirty-first Preciacts, besids that of the
8ixth, was garrisoned in thoe statlon and along
Caonl-st.,, where tronbie would have ensued had
sn attompt been made by a hody of men to cross il.
The captains of theso preciucts wero also ln attondanco
t-take part 1n the couneil of war, bad ouo been ueces-
sary.

Here wcre stationed
the forces of the Twelfth, Twenty-third and Thirtieth
Precincts, beside the mounted squad under Sergeant
Westing, and tho mounted men of the Thirty-second
Precioet under Capt. Bpoight. The forco of the Sevon-
teenth Preoiuct, tn which Totopkins-squaro ltos, was re-
onforood by detachmenta from the Eleventh. Eighteenth
and Twenty-first Precloeta, which jwere commanded by
Capt. Wulsh. The entire force of tio Broadway
squad was on duty all day, and was eugagod
o facilitating 80 fur un possible the travelon the thor-
oughture in order tuut the movements of the police
would not bo ctogged if 1t becuine neceasary to Invade
that stroct. The foree of snrgrons was also on duty,
and thoac at the Soventeenth I'rociuct were kept active.
Tho Detective Bquad, under command of Capt. Warlow,

Tho Contral Oftice was & scene of bustle and burry nll
day. From early in the worning uotil lung nfter dark

ters stauding st their beads or loungiug LOAr by, await-
ing orders to go wherever neaded. Huperinteudeat
Matsoll sat in his private ofse all day, and reports of
the progress of the demoustration were conatantly tur-
nished to him. (inn. Skaler called and inquired if his
aid would be neadod. Mayor Huvomoyer enllod 8t 10:30 8-
m., snd remained about an hour. It bud beon his intentton
to sddress the men, but when uc heard the facis of the
cuse, ho ooncluded that it would not bo bost for himn to
do so. Commissioners Charlick, tiardner, and Bwmith
hovered betwecn their private ofices und that of Super-
fntendont Matsell. In the afternovn they were visitod
by John McMichael and Jobn Hulbort, tvo members of

a Cowmittec which bad called upon the
Mayor & few momonts previous, but were not
satisfied with the resnlt of the iuterview.

President 8mith advised them not to agitate the matter
more than thoy hud already done, telling thom that the
police hud oniy obeyed thoir orders. The jnterviow was
not continued boyond tbis. At 6 o'clock it was reported
at beadquarters that everything was favorable throuih-
out the city, and two boura afterwurd the mounted
squad snd other reserves weore drawn off. Superin-
tendent Mutsoll did not leave, huwever, nntil a quurtor
of 10.
THE MAYOR'S ACTION.

A sub-committes of the Committee of Sifaty called on
Mayor Hlavemeyor about 1:30 p. m., yestordsy. It con-
sisted of John McMichael, George Buck, Leandcer Thowp-
son, John Hulhert, and Luclen 8aniel. Toey desized that
the Mayor would accompany them to Totnpkins-square
and address the people there, but he, in view of what
had siresdy trauospired there, said he did not eare to
talk to crazy ur excited people, or to rua the risk of uny
fiying misalles. Mr. McMichuel cowplained of the
rough treatment of the workingmen who had gathersd
there at the hands of the police = They bad
intended to mcet p bly and without disorder,
and urged the Mayor to comply with their requeat.
Mayor Havemayer said he wounld be guided by the
advice of Police Commisdivner Duryee; that he had
onginally jntended to addresa the workingmen at Union-

q , but the change of p mme had made that un-
necessary. One of the deputation sald the permission
of the Park Commissioners bad been withdrawn so late
thut there had been no tune to inform the people.
McMicusel agaiu spoke of the people, who,
he said, had wmet peacoably to the number of 20,000, and
been mercilessly elubted, and C isah Duryoe
aaid they bad thought it & duty to diaperse the people,
One man had tried to dush cut the brains of & pelice
sergeant and to kill & police captain with a big hawmer.
It would be very unwise for ihe Mayor to go. After
againurging the Mayor, without c¢fect, the deputation
asked Mr. Duryee for s latter to tho oficiale at headquar-
ters iD order to get a permit to uduress the gatheriug at
Union-square, to advise them to disporse ; otherwiee he
thought he would prohbably ;be clisbbed in making the
atteaspt. He was refoerred to Cowmissivner Smib, aud
the deiegation left.

During the charge on tuo wod in Tompkins-square
Commisainer Duryes, perceiving that the roof of &
houso ob Avenuo A was occapied by several mon, who
were throwing stonea at tho police in the streat below,
ordored Roundsman UGrace sud Patrolman Farley to
drive the rioters off the roof. The poiloemen entered the
house, and after a brivt aud crce strugkle cleured tho
roof of 1ta oooupants.

'They are followed, proba-
bly, by many desorving though ignorcot men, a8 this
incident will testify: While Caps. Murp , and Ber-
geant Robb were . driving aboat 2,000 mon from the
park, s gigantio follow named Charles Miller attompted
to reslat OMcer Reagan, when he was selzed by Capt.

Ho was overpowered,
thouxls with difiiculty, und tukon to tLo stution-houso,
When Miller was anked by 8ergeaut Christic, at the ata-
tion-bousi-, whut be was fighting for, he replied, in hail
broken Enghish, * For bread; 1 ot notulug intwo
days.”

When the tiot begnn, Alderman Petor Kchr wot
ridiog on Avehus B 1o » stroet cur, and was recognizod
by somn person in the crowd, who crivd out, * Thero

% Alderman Kehr.” Seversl mon rushed to the car
and attempted to atop the horsea; but. the driver throut-
sned to run over evory porsun who cuine ia s way, aud
thua passed by the crowd, .

Atpighttall, appearauces indicating that no further
troublo need be unt.lcifmhzd. pence vigilnocs was grad-
vally roinxed. Tho detail fures of 1nen frow tho up-
town snd weat side precincts were roturned
to thelr respoctive atatious.
