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FOUGHT 13 HOURS.

Pinkerton's Men and Homestead Workmen,
250 Against 5000,
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Detectives Stirrender and Are Then Clubbed

+ PITT8nURG, Ponn,, July 6.—After the bat.
tlo, which lasted 13 hours, and in which
rifles, revolvers and dynamite bombs wore
freely used, tho 260 Pinkerton detectives
sent to guard Andrew Cnrn(“zlo's steol mill
at Homestoad exhibited a white flag and
surrgndered.

Twentv-one coipses and a score of mon
with bulist wounds aro the sad sequel of
Androw Carnegioe’s firat attempt to disband

n labor organization and reduce wages at

his Lig Homestead plant.

Tt is well for the high tarlff apostle of the

Rooublican party that he I8 enjoying the
Juxury of Cluny Castle, 4000 milos across
tho sea, His porsonnl safoty would been.
dangered . anywhero within 15 miles of
Pittsburg tonfeht.
' The writer was in at the finish, an aye.
witness of the scenes which followed the
surrender of the Pinkerton men, and a
sceno which for brutality has probably
never been cqualled on tho American con-
tinent. |,

All day long the Pinkerton mon lay in
two crowded barges within 30 feet of shore,
while the crowd of infurinted 1ron workers
on the bank kept up n constant fusilade of
bullpta,

Twosmall cannon were finally brought
nto service, but they burst long before the
surrendor.

‘Shortly before 5 o'clook the mob bezan to
throw lights (waste soakea in oll) upon the
deck, in the vain hope of setting the boats
on firo. Then a dynamite bomb was hurled
at the Pinkerton fortress, and it solit the
deck at tho bow,

A momoent later a Pinkerton guard
emorged from the cabin and waved a white
bandkerchief, The long battle was won

and the mil} workers sont up a cheer which
was heard across tho Monoungahela river
and gave the terrified inhabitants of the
town of Homestead the first newsof the
triumph,

Men and womon from all directions, by
the hundreds startod for the mill yard. The
Pinkerton men were to be brought ashoro
and excitement ran high.

In the meantime Jack Clifford, a steol
worker, ran up tho gang plank nnq tried to
stop his comnrades from coming aboard. e
knew their temper and feared for the re.
sults, But ho delayed tho raid for amo-
ment only,

‘Lho modb started for the boat, pusted
Clifford aside like a straw and took com.
plote vossession, They ran ftke wijd mon
about the edges, and in the twinkling of an
oye filled the cabins of both Loats,

Tho Pinkerton guards shook like tho tra-
ditional aspen leaf, They huddled in
groups in the corners and waited for death,

Of mercy they expected none, but thoy
were pleasantly disappointed. They were
jostled about, kicked and cuifed and swore
at, but their lives were spared, although
rougher treatinent was in store for thom at
the handsof the main army of the mob
still left on the river bank.

Broken windows and doorways and Led-
ding, for the boats were well stocked fora
siego, woro thrown overboard, and about 30
ritles were confiscated by the steel workers.

The balance of the arms and ammunition
were taken charge of 1 the name of the
amalgamated assoclation to be delivered at
n point not made vublic.

Then the march of the prisonors to the
shore and through the guarter of a mile of
mill yard to Monhall station, on the Pitts-
burg, Virginia & Charleston rallroad, was
commenced.

The Pinkerton men wero brought ashore
singly and in couples. Thoy walked umno-
losted down the gang plank and up the
bank. * '

True, they were jecred, called "scabs” and
cursed nt, but not a hand was raised against
thom.

At tho top of the bank, they found them.
selves in a narrow passage between two
huge piles of rusty vig iron. When they
emerged, it was to enter a lane formned by
two long lines of infuriated men who did
not act liko human beings.

They were frenzicd by the long day of
fighting and bloodshed. Theifr own rela-
tives and comrades had beon shot down,
and they thirsted for revengo ot the same
sort.

They had no) thought for the rules of
modern warlare.

Surrenderi did not ond alliwith them, and
as the Pinkerton men, every one with a
satchel in hand, came in view, they jumped
upon them like a pack of wolves,

The guards cried for mercey, but they wore
beaten over the head with clubs and tho
butt end of rifles

You could almost hoar the skulls crack.
‘ They were kicked. knocked down and stood
| upon. Thelr clothes wore torn from thelr
‘hacks, and when they finally escaped, it

was with faces of ashen paleness, and with
the blood rushing down the back of their
tioads, sonking thelr clothes.

Further along they met men more hu.
mane, although armed with rifles. Thoy
. woro disgusted with the awful scones of the
{gaumlot. but they wero in the minority.
.They cried “Shame” and “For God's sake
stop,” but all'in vain.

1 hese humano men stood guard over the
Pinkerton men for the rest of the journey.

It was an awful sight: It sickened the
non-combatunts who witnessed it, It was
the climax of 1evenge and bitter hate for
tho misguided men who had been hired
under falso pretences by Carnegle’s agents
to tako the bread from the mouths of the
hard-working families of workmen of
Homestead.

Satchels wero taken from thie guards and
the contents strown about the ground, A
hasty search was made {or lidden woapons.

One Pinkerton man had a rovolver in his
hip pocket, and he would not surrendet it
without resistance. Several of the mob
made a rush for him. Ile was corneted, a
cocked rifle Jeas held at his head and still
he did not weaken.

With a mighty effort he released himself
and ran liko a greyhound through the yard.
His pursuers {ncréased in number as he
ren.

Finally hio stumbled and the mob was
upon him in an instant. His pun(ghment
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was terrible. 11e gave up the revolver and
ho almost gave up his life also.

Two strikers took him by tho arms and,
bathed in blood, and staggering, ho was lea
away,

Arrlving at the outor gato, tho Pinkerton
men were compelled to run auother gaunts '
fot, but it waa child's play compared to the
first, .

Women and children and small boys with
rifles on tholr shoulders formed the najor
portion of the threatening humanity which
gavo the Pinkorton men the parting saluto.

“Take off your hst,” was the command
ns the Plnkortons entored the long lane,
and they walked the whole way with thoeir
head coverlng in their hands.

It was now the women'’s chango to reliove
| their pent-up rage.

They had been cooped up in thelr housos
all day, llstening to the craok of tho riflo
and the boom of the cannon,

These women jostled the Plnkerton men
as thoy passed through, asked thom "how
they liked Homestead now" and criod:

“Wo ars the poovle,”

8omo of tho vilest kindest of profanity
was {ndulged in, and some of the fomalos
did not let tho mon outdo them in this
respect,

At the end of tho )ane tho Pinkerton
guards wero mot by a score of mon, al)
armed with rifles, oxcept one who carried a
huge American flag,

The littlo escort hended tho procession for
the opera hiouse, where the main body of
the prisonors wore held for safe keoping,
propatatory to tho arrival of tho sheriff,

Soveral Pinkorton mon managed to avold
tho second gauntlet and lost thomselves in
tho crowd walting for the 6.30 p. m. traln
to Plttsburg, which they came down on,

Tho baggage car of this train was filled
with cotson which rested tho wounded
taken from the boat; and tho open doorway
rovealed thewr identity and brought out
oheera at evory statfon on the 10-mile jour.
ney to Pittsburg. :

A ‘'woundod Pinkerton man occupied a
seat with the writer, e was pale as a
ghost and panting with a chest wound of
some kind. T romomber’ having seon his
face in the gauntlet at the river bank.

I taxed lim with being a Pinkorton
guard, and ho admitted it in a terrifica
whisper, The train was fillod with sympa.
thizers of tho strlkers and the cheors at
overy station incroased his terror,

Ile oxhibitod a wair of callous hands and
snid he was a mechanio, a makor of organ
bollows at Chicagn, Hodid not oven know
the namu of the river,on the hanks of
which the all.day battle had been fought,
Hesaid:

""One hundrod and twenty-five of our men
came from Chicago, the balance from
Brooklyn, Now York and Philadolphia. Wo
did not know our destination. e were
enxaged as private watchmen, but we did
not know wo vero 1o bo used to shoot down
honest workingmen, for we are working-
men ourselves and sympathizo with the
strikers, now that we know the truth,

“Wo arrived in Pittsbure last night, in
Jowor Allesheny City, and boarded the boat
at midmght. The real causo of our ongnge-
ment was not made known to us until we
wero within aight of the steel mill,

**Then a malority of our men rebellod. It
was too late, however. We were pushed
ashore and the shooling commenced. We
aid not fire tho first shots, and It was not
long until tho steamer Littla Bill, which
towed us 10 Homestoad, moved out in the
stream and started up the river,

“Qur captain took the wounded on hoard
and said he would return later, but he
never camo back, and we wero loft without
a leader alf day, hield in a slaughter pen on
the slicra. Thero was no chanco to escape,
‘The barges, without motive power, stood
an easy target fot the men on shore. They
were riddled with bullets. All of our men
were pot armod.' Thoso who had rifles used
them.

*Thoy shot throngh the windows. They
wero desperate. It was a case of shoot to
death on oue side, ordrowning on'the other,
Wo were hulpless, and we resolved to seil
our llves dearly.”

The Little Bill steamed up to Port Perry,
" on the opposite side of the river and three
miles further away from Pittsburg than
Homestead. There the captain of the Pink-
erton guards and his wounded boarded a
' Baltimore & Ohtotrain for Pittsburg, and

DETAILS OF THE BATTLE,

Tinkertons and Workmen S8hot Down at
«the Landing,

HovrsTran, Penn., July 6.—Word came
from  Pittshrg Iast antdnlght that two
barizes loaded with Pinkertons were on the
way up the river, . .

So many nlariny of this sort have proved
falso that tho report was not fully holieved,

Mo forco of nen was put on gunrd at the
outposts of the town, hut the plckets wero
on the alert and the leadors remained all
night at headquartera,

dnck Lasor rowed down the river towards
Pittsburgin a skitf.  About 4 o'clock he
spatted tho two bargey, Monongahela and
Tennoseeo, with a tug hehind thom, coming
up tha streatn.  Ho roned eantioudy aslde
amld saw that the barges wore fillod with
armoed men.

‘Threo rifle shots rang out, and Lasger
hurriedly paddled away amid a fusilade of
shots from tho barges,

Homostead heard the alarm, and all
Homaostead was m {t3 clothes and on the
sreets ingido of five minntes,

Tho day wag just bLreaking when tho
barges and tugs passed under the Peinlokeoy
bridge and pushed towards the dogk at An.
draw Carnegic’s steol milly,

The two barges weio lashod together,
Tho Monongaheln was close to the dock,
tho tug ‘Cido was on the ontside,

Twa thousand of the Homesteadors wero
wathared at the dook, which 1s close to the
wumpnue station and not far from the hig
convorting mill. Fho bank is very steop at
this point dnd ahout 10 feat deep,

The tHomasten'l men ran to the water's
edga and faced o erowd of armed Pinkerton
mon standing on tho howsof the two bargoes,

Cant, Hofn of the Pinkorton forcos threw
n wang plank ashors, and stevpod unon it
Ho hold n long onr in ono hand.

‘The lomostead workmen wore very muoh
oxelted, of courso, and were shouting,
“Don’t land § gt away from here,” tlugh
O'Donnelf their louder, commanded stlenco,
and nddrossod the mvadors ns followa:

*“Iho peovlo of Homestoad do not want
you hore, ‘Thore i3 ho pceaston for your
fervicos.  No proportv or lives are in
danior,  You had hiest go bick at once,”

Somebody shouted brek from tho bargo:

*Woll, wo'ra hora and we're going to stay
horoand will give you 16 minutes to got out
of that yavd."”

The Homestond warkmon were wildly ox
cited,  Only the gront Influenco of thoefr
leadors provented them from firing at the
shiangers.

O'Donpell tnrned his back to the barges
and hegan a speech to Wis men, counselling
mederation.  As he did so, Capt, Heln, oar
In haud, stopped off the gang plank to tho
shoro.  1hs foot slivp 2, and the oar, Rving-
fnge nronmed, shinek o flungarian on the
chuek, knocoking him down,

Quick 18 a flush, tho Hungarian tald Hein
tow. O'Donnelt was atitl nddiessing his
men ‘at tho water's edgo, whon some hot-
hond on tho bank fired Ins revolver ay the
baree,

Tlis was the signal for a vollev from the
wotkmon, aud tho Pinkerjons were quick
taresponed,

I'hie Pinkertong fived, and aseore of work.
wmen folt dead or wounded Lo tho growmd.
T ho shooting wis gencral nt onco,

‘The two forcos for & momont were in
battlo arny, with nut 80 feoat bietwoen them.
Thero was a steady {iva on hoth sldes for
two or throo winutes.mt thio ndvantago on-
Joyod by the dotoctives whth their repeathue
Wineheator ritlos was too much for tho
tnon.  ‘Thoy wore foreed to rotreat wp the
bank n good arder, careying thoie dead and
woundad with them

Four of vhe milt workers were killed, as
tho result of this first engagemont of tho
days. Copt, {feln was shot through the
thigh, and the cantain of tho tug, Chartes
Wishart, was fatally wounded. J, 1. Kline
was fatally wounded. David Lestor, Rus.
sell Wolls, J, (. Hoffman and Jolin Curry
wera davgerously woundod, the last one in
the grotn,

When the Homestond men reached the
convarting mills thoy (ound that John Mor.
ris, n young mill, worker, only recently
mareiod, had been kifled by a shot in the
hend, Ho was picked up from tho bottom
of & 26-foot vit, whore ho fell after 1cceiv.
inge the bullet,

William Foy, ono of the oldest membera
of tho Salvation Army in Homdstoad, was
fatally wounded and died at his home an
hour or two later,

Audrow Souller wasshiot in the loft hand
and the index fingor of his left hand was
shot off,

Johin Kane, J. W, Rutter, Rickard Dinkley,
Androw Striogel, Honry Hughesand a llun.
garlan namod  Josovh  Zsibo  wore alsa
woundod.

One of the Pinkerton bLullets just grazed
Hugh O'Donnoll’s, thumb, nud thon burled
ftselt fn John Kano's bedy,

Fivo or 600 women, who had rushed to
tho wmill yard, added to tho excitemont by
tholr fronzied shouts and adjurations tc
their husbands and brothers to “Kill the
Pinkortons,” “Sink thoir barge® and ‘Shoot
thom down,” N

Thoy bogan to weep and wail loudiy whon
thay saw tho bloot-stained guaments of the
dead and wounded,

ftwas aomaster of tho groatest difticulty
to got the women out of the mill yvard, but
this was tinally done, and those of tho men
who had guus at homo rushed off to got
thow. )

Tho sun had just arison and the day
dawned fair and cloudloss.

Tho barges lay at theic moorings liko twe
oy, Wwnmonse coftin boaes,

‘'hey are known as “model barges,” and
ato used for carrving verishable fielght up
and down the rviver, sometimas behind and
sometimos ahead of tho tug.

‘Thoy ato about 140 {eot long, 33 feet wide
and 12 feot from water line to roof.

Tho deck is ontirely enclosed by double.
planking, 3% inchos thick on the stdesand
four inchos thick on thoe voof.

Pait hioles large onongh to admit the bar.
rel of & wun had been bored at frequont in.
tervals in the sido ot the Mononguhela,
When the Piunkortons wers driven to the
intorior of their tloating fortress their port
holes wore made use of,

Sharp shootors {rom the ranks ot Home
stond workers took up positions in tho yard
wherever a pile of conl, or small bullding
or froight car atforded protection,

Other sharpahooters wers on the plers of l

the rallroand bridge about 400 yaras distant,

On theBraddock aide of the river 40
from the boat, 0 yards

hastily thrown
bullet«into the aide of tho barge whenever
ono ot the occupants showed any of hia
body. .

A small hraas cannon lelonging to the
!ocnl (rand Army vost, and known as
"Griflin's Pet,” was secured by 2o mo of the
"l‘<||llll men and taken ncroas the river in a
skifl,

From a position near the blg stone plor
of the rallroad bridge, "Qriffin's Pet” sent
iron slugs into the side of the barges. Six.
teun”at the stugs were a charge for tho
"pet,

Along about 7 o'clack, when the most
conservative of the leaders had done their
ueat to nllay tha feverish excltement amonyg
the men, an attempt was made to hold a
parloy with the Vinkertons.

No sooner had the workmen shown thelr
heads within Pinge of the Winchaestorsthan
a volloy of bullets fromn the barges showed
that no arbiteation or truco was desired on
that side, ‘Yho shooters resumed their

men lay behind tiea and '
up breastworks aud sont

off up the river amid tho grosns and curses
of the workmen and a perfecs fnsilsde of
bullots from both hanks from & mile abovs
. Homestead,

Iha tug and the barges wers owned by
W. B, Rodgers. He was on board the Little
Blily aitday,but did not ahow his face 1o the
Hotnostead people, Hia captamn, Wishart,
and the other wounded men were pus off
the boat at Part Perry.,

The pilot, who, it was sata, was danger.
ously injured, was taken from thero to Dra.
vosturg.

Capt. Wishart was ferried across the river
to Braddock. Itis reported here that Wia-
hart dled in the Braddock hosmital. The
others wera taken to Pitisburg.

Whiln tha of] was atiil blazingin tha river
the Little Billy was seen roturning down
the stream. Lvery Homestead man who
carried a gun wasted no shots until the tug
was {n range.

The sharpshooters on the rafirvad bridge
and on botk banks of the river senta per.
feet hail of bullets against the sides of the
steamer. but not a man was visible and {t {s
ndt believed that any one was hit.

‘Those on board returned tho fire axd for

almost within range of tho sharpshooters’
gunt every few minutes. Excited men and
women leaned frowm the windows of tha
coarhes and watchied the warfare.

The mill yard, with its deserted buildings,
hnga stiovs, its ratlroad teacks, plles of coal
and brick,great fron boams, thick armor
viate for gnvernment cruisers, and the
masses of the thouswnd and one materials
used in the great plant, scattered over the
VAst area, was a sirange hattlofield.

Men ran here and 1here, taiking. coun-
selhing, advising, planning, while in the
gashouse and behind the coal pile more
active soldiere were at work with dynamdite,
powder, shot and ball.

Beliind the milt plant on the [fomestead
sida o steep terrace rises to tho hiilsides,
and on this tcrrace only a quarter of a nule
away hundreds of woinen and children had
gathered to watch tho fight,

A great reception was wiven, to therivor
boat, James G. RBlaine, which came up
stream in the aftarnoon.

The 1en on shore shiouted themselves
hoarse and men and women who erowded
the decks of the steatner waved handker-
chiofs and returned the salute, but never

stea'ly work, and the oannon kept on
hooming,

‘Tho Homestoad men set about devising
other means lor getting rid of the intrudors,
‘I'hey were woll protected on the banks by a
long high plle of soft con!l and sevaral
baildings, including tho water tank, pump-
ing station and the brick house whore the
natural gas maing for - the mnill are con.
nected with the supply pipes,

‘The Pinkerton detectives seamed to be in
an  invulnerable vosition, The cannon
neross tho river was doing scarcely any exe-
outlon, and yvery few Dbullets got through
the thick 4ldes of the barkes. A warfare in
which the shiarpshooters took the principal
vart was kept up in a dosultory sort of way
for two or three hours.  During this period
two inos: lnmentable sisualties occurred,

Andrew Btngel, one of the young miil
workors, shot himself in the neck while
handhing his rovolver and was instantly
kilted.

The men who were handling “Griftin's
Pet” on tho other side of the river had ox-
tremo difliculty In sighting their pleco, be-
cause of the bullets which flow thick and
fast around them from the barge,

One of their shots fell intotho water
many feot hinrt of the barge, and when tho
noxt was fired tho brass gun was olovated
amnd the dead)y slug flew away ovor the
barge and among tho workmen on the
bank, =

Silag \Wayne, who worked in tho open
hearth furnnce, was struck in the neek by
one of tho slugs and killed. Ilis flesh was
horribly lacerated, and he presonted an
awful appearanco as he fay bloodin on the
wround, f '

I'wo aghor workmen were injured by the

tying slugs. but not serfousiy, About 10
o'clock the brass gun was brought ncross to
thio Homestead sido of tho rtiver and was
run into tho gas house. A holo wag kneeked
in the brick wall and through this the ploce
wag trmned upon the hows of tho two
barges.
v At 10,30 o'clock as Tue Gronk corre.
spondent stood near tho open heatth fur.
naco, n man with a ritto standing outside,
not 10 feat away, recoived n bullet in his
east and fell to tho ground,

Ho had ventured out from the protection
afforded by tho iron sides of the milt in his
over-antiety to get a shot at tho men who
had kitted and wounded his friends in tho
oarly mory.

Ilo was“earried into the mill, his wound
ronghly dressed and loving hands bore him
to his fiome, where a physician attended
him.

‘Lhiero {3 no hoapital in (Homestoad and all
of tho wounded among the woikmen wero
taken totheir homes, oxcept (leorge Rutfior
and Lawrence Loughlin, who wore carried
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to Pittsburg on a spoclal locomotivo and
went into the hospital there.

‘Tho local physicians were kopt busy from
dawn until sunset, and the undortnker's
sombra-looking wagon drove hither and
thithor through tho streots of Homestead
all aay.

When the workmen found that thoy
could not reach their onemies with shot or
shell they tried to burn them out.

A flat onr loaded with oll and wasto was
run down an incline very closo to the
bargos after having been set on fire, It was
thought that the switeh was turned and
that tho car would jump tho track ata
point about opposite the barges and topple
ovor on them.

The car and its {relght blazed furiously,
1ushed down the fncline at a rapid rate,
but the switch was 1ot sot as the workmen
expectod and the burning car ran into a
bank of carth and burned thero for two
hours, far away {from the barges,

*\We'll smoke then out yot. We'll burn
tho rats that. shot our men. Not oneof
thom shall ever leave these bargesalive,'
shouted the workmen :and another attews
was at once begun to set fire to the cnomy’s
raft.

Willing hands rotled dozeus of oil barrels
from tho storehouse of the mill plant to the
scene of the biattle. Thore was no way of
gotting tho oll near the bargyes, except by
throwing it on the water 60 fect above,
and trusting to the sluggish current to fioat
it down.

Tho latge bank of coal afforded an excol-
lent protection to the men. Iron bars and
some steel billets, which have figurod so
largely in the discussion of the wage ques.
tion and also in the McKinley tariff bil),
wero used to stave in the headsof the
barrels.

‘L ho of} was pourcd on the water in great
quantities and fired, but it refused to How
down to tho barges, and burned where it
lay on the water's edge,

Tho whistle at Carrie furnace across the
river shrieked tho alarm familiar in this
country, “Oit on the river,” and it was
anawerad from tho Braddock furnaces and
from tho locomotives which wers con-
stantly passing the scene on threo sides.

After the first exchange of shots this
morning, the Pinkerton men put their
wounded on the tug Little Billy and steamed

halt a milo the scone lvas very stintlar to
those onacted years ago in “Dixe land,”
when boats wera forced to run the bloockade,

‘The pllot of the Littlo Billy Jeft hits wheel
whon someo distance above the mill, A full
head of steam was put on and the unpopular
tugg passed by Homestead and the be-
leaguered Pinkortons with a rush.

When very close to the rallroad bridge
tho pilot crawlod on his stomach along the
deck and Into the wheel-liouse and gave tho
wheel a sharp turn, which barelv saved the
boat from a collision with one of the bridge’s
plors.

There was intenso feeling among the
wotkflien against the owner and all the
handson board the fittie Billy, and deep
threats wero made that slie wonld never
again pass Homestoad without running a
blockade fully as severe ns that of today,

Just before noon a whito flag was seen
waving (rom the Tonnesseo,

The slgnal that the beslegod wora anxious
for a truce was unheoded, aswas tho attempt
made at sunrise by the workmen for a
parley.

The appoarance of the flag was a signal
for a verfect storm of bullets, and the deep
belching of the cantion told the detectives
that the lHomeatead men were in no mood
to give quarter or talk of sunendor.

Tho men ciied:

"They can'y come out alive. We want
blood for bloud and life for life, and weo nre
golng to havo it

The flax soan disappeared, 1n a fow min-
utes It was again waved, but the workmon
unswered n beforo.

Mon swore oaths of vengeanco as thoy
hwirried horo and there in thelr preparvation
for a still more violent attack, and not o
voieo was heard in favor of allowing tho
Linkorton mou to como forth and be made
prisonors.

Burniug oil had falled. Now dynamite
was to bo tricd, ‘I'vo men eame running up
the mill yard carrying a hugo basket filled
with the yellow sticks known as “giant
orackers,”

Each had o long fuse and contalned
avout n half pound of dynamite. The fuses
were cut short and a dozen adventurous
volunteers sprang forward to throw the
deadly hombs,

One man wanted to run down the bank
with thom and make sure work of blowing
up both barges, knowing that his own hfe
would be sacrificed to take those of tho
hated detectives.

His bravery was cheersd, but his compan.
fons ‘would not allow the saorffice. The
firat bomb thrown was from behind the gas
house. It foll into tho water. A socond
mot with a hike fate. Then the bombhs wore
carried bohind n coa! pit and tossed over
that barrior down tho bank,

For a long timo they all fell short of the
barges and exploded at the wator's edso.

At lasz one hit the roof of the Mononga-
hela, and as it lay there with the fusesmok-
ing tho mon cheered wildly, Not a sound
came from witlun the barges. The detec-
tives were ignorant of the awlul possibill.
tios of the latest method of attack on
them,

When the bomb explodod with a deafen.
g roar and tho black smoke had cleared
away, it was seen that no damage had been
done to the voat.

Tho men continued to throw the dyna-
mite bombs on the two bargos, and at lasy
ono of the workmen, who belongs to the
local ball nine. becamo so exvert that he
could land a bomb on any part of the boat
thint he chose.

It was about 1,35 p. m. when a bomb did’

sotne execution.

1t tore a hole about a foot squars in tho
roof of the Monongahela. ‘The mon showed
their joy at this by a wild yell.

Later another bomnb tore a nasty hole in
tho side of the barwo near the bow and
others did simlilar damage.

It was evident, however, that the clant
crackers wera not powerful snough todo
tho work, and the Homostead men went

r‘\mck to the idea of burning the deteotivas
out,

During this attack of dynamite bombs
the sharpshooters on tho outside wever
stopped firing for an instant. Thousands
of bullets were sent crashing into the sides
of the barges, but very few found their way
through the thick planking.

The detectives did not return the fire.and
the men on shore took grecat delight in
pleturing to themsolses the crowd of fright-
ened men huddling togother iy the furthest
corner of the barges, awaiting the dynamite
bomb which was to destroy them.

No such scene has ever bean witnessed in
this part of the country for many years,
and it will possibly not be duplicated for
many years to come,

'l‘hsc'; day was pprfeot, tko sky was oloud
1oss, but a brisk breeze kept the tempera-
ture comfortable. -

Across the riyer Jay broad meadows, and
strotching. behind them lay the sleeping
bills, coversd with trees, with here and
theré an occasional cottage or small lng
tory. Trains loaded with v 3P

for a moinent did tho grim visaged and de-
terinined loaders rolax tholr efforts 1o dis.
lodge their enemnies,

Hose carts and the pumping enxine from
the local fire department were rin into the
mill yard, and an attempt was mado to
obtain o stream of oil from the barrels,
which could be thrown from the window of
the gashouse upon the biarges,

The mon worked for two liours, but they
could not obtain the desired result. A great
deal of oil was thrown into tho river and
firobrands thrown nfter it, but it obstinately
refused to tloat down towards tho barges.

Rockets and roman eandles were used in
trying to set fire to the oil, Various other
devices were brought into play in the
eifort to burn the boats and their human
freight.

At 3.30 é'clock, Prestdent Willlam Welhe
of tho Amalgamnated Association, 1L JI,
QGarland, the newly olectod prosidont, and
Assistant President McEvoy camo to Home-
stond from Pittsburg,

Aun himpromptu inass meoting was organ.
fzed in thoe open hearth furnace, and those
of the crowd who could bo spared from open
warfaro listened to what tho orators had to
say. U

Mr. Weihe began liid spcechh by advising
that the detectives b allowed to return to
Pittsburg in their bargos,

This advice was so entlroly at variance
with the spirit of the workmen that they
interrupted the president and rofusell to
listen to him farthor.

Mr. Garland was hoard and ho spoke in
the same strain, but McEvoy, who climbed
to the rafters of the building and shouted
to his auditors, was recelved tho hest, lle
sald that if the detoctives were allowed to
dopart ho would glve the guarantes of the
Amnlgamated Association that no similar
body of men would ever return to flome-
stead,

A fow of the men secomed inclined to
accopt McEvoy’s wpraposition, which he
backed up by saying that he know posie
tively that another conforence could be
obtainod with Andrew Carnegie's represon.
tatives should the deotectives bo released
from their present nlight,

Mr, McEvoy furnished the information,
also, that Sheriff McCleary, with a podse of
deputios, was on his way to Homestead,

*"That sottles {t,” cried n hundred volces.
*Wo'll keop to work smoking out the detec-
tives, and when tho sheriffs como we'll take
caro of them, too.”

McEvoy plaaded for n further hearing,
and thers seomed a possibility that his
words might have welght with the mon
and that tho warfaro might ceaso: but at
this moment a mighty shout was hoard at
the west end of the yard, and an American
flag made its appearanco around tho cor-
nor of a huge pile of pig iron,

‘I'he flag was carriod by a stalwart fron.
worker from tho ‘“‘South Side,” Pittsbuyg,
and behind him marched 200 brawny milt
won, como to ald their fellow-workers of
Homestead in the fight agamast the Pinker.
tons, This broke up the mass meoting at
once, Tho men worked harder than over
with their oll pimp and the throwing of
bombs was ronewed with redoubled vigor,

An additioual cannon had been obtained
at Braddock, and tins, with the one atihe
gy house, pourad slugs into the sido of the
barge in a vain attompt to sink it.

Tnoe sharpshooters kept at work and the
one-stded fight became hotter than over,

Thero was ono man who seemed to bo
omniprosent.

He was tall and broad-chested, with a
silky Dblonde mustache, and wore & gray
sombrera, He was tho leader of the active
warfare.

At one minute he would bo directing tho
oil pumps, at'tho noxt suporintending tho
bomb throwing, and & moment later run-
ning hero and there and massing his men
for the execution of some new schemo of
attack,

Hugh O’Donnell, who had been tho chalir-
man of the advisory committee until the
vresence of the sherifi's posse yeosterday,
resulting in the committee’s dissolution,
and who has strong intluence ovor his fel-
Jow-miliworkers, made a speech to the men
about 5 o’clock.

The men of Homestead had by this time
becomeo discournged in their efforts to de-
stroy the barges and were in a mood to
listen to O'Donuell,

Ho sald 1t seemed advisablo that the de-
tectives bao reloased from their plight and
made prisonors of war. Many of his hear-
ers applaudod the suggestion, although the
hot-neadod ones iefused to consider it a
good one.

O'Donnell suggeosted that a truco beasked
for, and that a man be sent on the raliroad
bridge to wavo a white flag. ‘There were
cries of “We'll havo no whito flag in ours,”

‘The general sentiment among the men
seemed to be that the best and easlest wav
out of the difficulty would be to accept tho
Yinkertons' surrender.

‘There was no quostion but that the Pink.
ertons' wanted to surrender. Their uncon.
ditional surrender should be accepted and
mc;y should bo marched to the Homesteud
jail,

Some ono said that the sheriffi’s posse
would come by boat to the Pinkerton men's
reliot, and that they should be allowed to
take the men away,

There was & strong desire, however,
among the [Homestead men, to have the
satisfaction of taking the Pinkertons cap-
tive and marching them through the streets
of the town.

The men went back to bomb throwing
and cannon firing, but not tive minutes
fater the white tlag was seen waving from
the barge Tennessee,

It was not answered by curses and bullets
this time, but by cheers from thousands of
throats. The Homestead men were grow-
ing tired.

Hugh O'Donnell, Jack Clifford and others,
white handkerchiefs in hand, weat down
the bank to the gang plank of the Mononga-
hela, The crowd surged behind them, still
cheering, but among the cheers were yells
of “Kill them. kill the detectives; we oughs
not to accept their surrender.”

S A dozet men appeared on the deck of the
barge, and O'Donnell held a oonsultatieon

with tho leader, who said he was Capt.

er.

‘1he Pinkerton chief said that all his men
wanted wa< to be allowed to leave thoe boat
with their Iives,

O'Donuell nud Clifford guarauteed them
protection.

The Pinkerton chiof safd that there were
no blacksheep workmen in his party. It
contatned 250 men, who had been hired as
watchmen for the Carnegie mills,

In addition to the wounded men which
had veen taken off by the tuy Little Billy,
there were mx on board who had been
pleked off by the sharpshooters,

O'Donnell agroed that the six should be
taken to a hospital and that tho other men
should surrender tholr guns and shiould be
vrotected {romn the violence of tho crowd.
‘This arennzement wasaccapted by the Pink-
erton leaders,

Tur Grone reporter who boarded® the
boat with O'lronnell found that both barges’
wore filled with beds and vpacked togother
a3 close as could bo, forming upper and
lower bunks for the men. Five hundroad
Winchester iitles and thousands of cart-
ridizes, besides barrals of sugar and all sorts
ol provisions, were piled up at the stern.
Besides this lot of riiles each man elung to
ss own pleco.

The wonndaed men had been conveyed to
the stern of theToennessee, whichis furthest
from the point of the dynawmite attack, and
around them the other men clusterod whilo
tho bombardiment was going on.

I'no task of disembarking tho prisoners
was avery delicato aud difticult one. ‘There
were men in the Homestead crowd who
conld scarcely bo restrained from firing
their revolvers or their muskets and, of
course, one such shot would havo resulted
in anothor terrible battle at close rango.

Vhien the wounded mon had been carried
to tho shore and up throuch tho mill yard
on stietchors,” the Pinkorton detectivos,
without their guns or their uniforms, came
forth in single file frowm the barges.

As they walked down the gang plank
thero was groans and curses from the crowd
which formed in  double lines through
which the prisoners passed.

Word of the surrender had quickly passed
through llomestead to Braddook ncross the
river, and the womon and the children came
rushing on the sceno.

A procession was formed, headed by a
tall sturdy worker carrying an American
fiag, Behind him cameo 100 men with their
ritles ovor their shoulders marching four
abreast,

Then camo tho prisoncers, anda very de-
jected looking lot they wore too, There
wore many souitles and scrimmages bolore
they wore safely landed in the jail,

Women chased themn through the dust of
the streot, throwing stones and shouting to
the millworkera to kill the prisoners.

Sevaral of the Plukertons who had been
recognized ns among the tiring party of the
early dawn were clubbed and kleked by
the excited crowd while on the march.

Most of them had valises, and not a fow
of these were wrenched from thelr hauds
and kicked about the streets liko foot balls,
tho clothing and other articles as they foll
out boing eagerly suatchod up by the
women a8 trophies of the day’s vietory.

‘The jall nt Homestead is not vary large.
It is full tomght and the position of the deo-
tectivos islittle bettor than when they yere
ontho barges

A large number of the prisonors are under
guard in tho Fifth Avenue Opera House,
which, by the way, is not an opera house,
but a barn.ike structuve, 1esembling an
abandoued roller-skating ring.

The chief of the Pinkertons and three ot
Iis Houtanants wero allowed to leave the
town for some unknown reason, but all the
(;lhors are locked up, charged with mur.
der,

The five men whom Hugh O'Donnell per-
mitted to leave the city attempted to board
frelght trains, but were ropulsed by the
trammmen. They finally boarded o passen-
ger traln to Pittsburg,

When the parade had beon dismissed
Homestead went wild with delight, It had
mado a capturo of which it was proud, Tho
snloons had been closed all day, and they
did not open tonight, but in overy houso
were laughtor and song and exchango of
congratulations, save only i the houses ot
mourning.

About 8 o'clock, when the Pinkertons had
been marchied down the streets, snme of tho
mon made o thorongh search of the bargoes.
They found, in addition to the guns, ammu-
nition and vrovisions, huge cases contain.
fugz blue unitorms, with which cn‘n dotec-
tive was to bo equipped,

The bargos were burned to tho wator's
odge vory soon atter being evaounted,

Ask n Jomestoad man if the guns were
hurned with them, and he will reply very
solomnly that he dooes not know anvthing
about it. Thisisthe answer which overy
man in Homestoad gives to this question
tonight, )

DHAD NUMBER TWENTY-ONH,

Eleven Workmen and Ten Detectives
Xilled—-8cores Wounded.

HOMESTEAD, Penn., July 8.—A complote
list of the killed and wounded was not
obtainablo at midnight. As far as could be
ascertained 11 workmen and nine detec.
tivos were killed and 18 workmen and 21
dotectives injured in the battle., In addition
to this at least 100 detectives wero serionsly
injured by the strikors while on thelr way
to the jail this evening,

Theo list of killed and injured, as near as
can bo ascortainod at midnight, is as fol.
lows:

Killed—Martin Foy, John Morns, Jules
Markowsky, Henry Streigel, Poter Ileise,
David Davis, Robert Foster, William John.
aton, J, H. Glein, twounknown Hungarians,
nine Pimkorton detectives—their names

One of tho detoctives dled in thelock-up
at Hlomestoad this evening from«he etfccts
of 1njuries recolvad on the march from the
boat to the inil. Another 1s expected to die
beforc morning,

Wounded—David Lestor, deteative, shot
in tho head and ankle speained, not serious:
Fred H. llind, chiot of detectives, shot in
tho log; Russoll Wells, detective, shotinthe
leg: J. G. Hoffman, detective, shot 1n the
knee; Goorge W, Rutter, Homestead steol
worker, shot in the hip and danger-
ously wounded; JLawrence Laughlin,
steel worker, thigh broken. an unknown
Polo, shot in the knece. unconscious from
loss of blood; Johin McCurdy, watchian on
the Litte Bil), shot in the groin, danger-
ously; Andrew Sutler, Joseph Zsido, W.
Wallace, Michael Murray, John Kane,
Hardy Tughes, an unknown man; Miles
Laughlin, serfousiy injured: John Kane,
shot through leg: Androw Scuylior, shot
through kuee cap.

The imprisoned Pinkertons say thatsevon
of their mon wore killed outnight and 11
wounded. They bolleve several dead men
wero thrown off the Littlo Bill into the
river,

The coroner of Allegheny county is here
making preparations for an inquest, and the
sheriff is expected belors morning.

SHERIFF POWERLESS.

More Trouble Feared it Militia is Called
Cut.

PITTSBURG, July 6~Midnight.—~Sheriff
William M¢Cleary with a posse and Presi.
dent \Villiam Weihe of the amalgamated
association have gone to Howmestead in a
special train to bring the Pinkerton men to
'jh"ls city. ‘They will be taken to the county

ail,

The sherlff wasraquested todo this by the
better olement of the strikers, as a howling
mob had surrounded the overa house, It
was a terrible night in the town and there
was much talk of lynching.,

Tha barges, half a mile away on the Mon.
ongaheln river. were sbt on fire by the
strikers, and the flames added to the terror
of the lawabiding eletnent.

At this hour the larzg crowds surround
the newspaper bulletin boards at Pittsburg,
which aunounce Sherlff McCleary's request
that “all honest citizens assemble with
arms and subsistence at the sheriff’s othco
at 9 o'clock tomorrow morning to proceed
to Homestead ta restore order.”

All the mills in the city are shut down by
tha strike, and Sheriff McCleary is not
likely to receive aready response from the
40,000 idle iron and stes] workers.

At 9,50 Gov, Pattison telegraphed from

Hurrisbung that he-could not comns here,
and tho sheriff replicd that he was no
fonger able to copo with tho rioters,

S8TORY OF A WOUNDED OFFIOER,

Willing to Take Iis Dying Oath That
Btrikers Fired First,
Prrrsnura, Penn., July 6.~The steam.
boat Little Bill came down from Home-
stond this afternoon. Asshe steamed into
the lunding with a new Awmerican fiag float-

ing at tho flagstaff she showed the effects

of the fusillado of bullots that she had goue
through,

Many panos of glass in tho pilot-house
and clsewhore were shattered, and tho
woodwork was perforated in dozens of
places. The bullot holes looked as jt madeo
by 38 calibre revolvers., Some wont halt
through the boat, On board was John T,
McCurry, who was shot in the groin.

A reporter interviewed tho wounded man
as ho lay on a couch on the lower deck,
MeCurry said:

"I was down at the foot of Beaver av,,
Allechieny, when Capt. Rodgers employed
mo to go up the river on hia boat, the Littlo
Bill. Our boat had in tow one barge of
Pinkerton men and the Lide had the other.
Whi\oﬁolnz up the Tide was uisabled and
wo took our ba{,go up in front of Homestoad
and thon went back for tho Tide's barge.

“Wo madoe a landing at tho Homestond
mills about 6 o'clock this morning. The
shore was crowdod with the locked.out men
and theirsympathizers. Tho armod Pinkor-
fon men commenced to elimb up the banks,
Then tho wollimen oononed fire gn tho de-
teotivos, ‘Theo men shiot first, and not unti
threo of the Pinkerton mon had fallen di
lIm{ rospond ta the fire,

*Now, I have my Gad to meet, and if 1
am to die now I am willing to take an oath
tlln&tho workimen fired first, and that the
Pinkerton men did not shoot natil some of
thelr number had beon woundetd,

*Iho workmen were s0 strong in numbers
that it was nsoless for the 350 or 400 Pin-
kerton mon ta ophnse thom furthor, so they
retreated to tho barges, carrying their dend
and wounded,

*One Plnkerton man was shot through
the head and instantly kilted, and five were
wounded. e backed out into the river,
anchored the baries, and thon took the
dead and woundod men up to Port Perry,

CANTI-PINKBRTOR" LAW,

Iron Manufaocturers Counld Not Import
Polico into Massachusotta

YWore the Carnegio ron works Jocated In
Boston elght days ago it would have beon
nllowable for those in oharge to have em-
ployed tho Pinkertons to assist in defending
their property, but were they located within
the boundaries of the old Commonwenlth
today they could not unless aaid Pinkortons
were bona fide rosidents of tho Stato, and
this for tho reason that what was known as
tho "anti-Pinkerton bifl,” which passod the
last Legislature, wont into effoct on tho
first doy of the presont month,

Rovresontative John T. McLaunghlin is
practically respensible for this measure
going upon tho atatuto books of the Stale
of Massachusetts,

On Jan, 29 last he presented in tho House,
an order asking the committee on labor to
investigato "‘the 'advisability of logislating
to probibit the hiring or appointment ot
porsons not residents of the Commonwoealth
as special polico oflicors.”

This  order was __almost unnnimmml%'
passed in both the House and Sonate anc
was as quickly signod by his excollency the

Overnor, .

Thon the lInabor committes took the mat-

AN ACT PROMIBITING THE APFOINTMENT OF PERSONS
NOT RESIDENTS OF TRAE COMMONWRALTIL A8
BPECIAL POLICK OFPICKKS,

Be it enaocted, eto., as follows:

Hectton 1. \Whenever in case of emergoncy apoojal
ofticets are appolintod, whether under the name of
polico officers or any other name, to act {n the
capaclty of police ofiicers for quelling a rlot or dis-
turbaneo, or for protecting property, no pereon
shall bo 80 appointed who {s not a resident of this
Commonwealth, Iiut this section shnll not provent
the appointment of a person not A residant of this
Commonwealth to act in tho capacity of a police
ofiicer for protecting the property of A person or
corporation of whom or of which heisa regular
employe. .

Section 2. Any person or corporation may atauy
time, In cnse of danger to hisor Its proporty, call
upon the regatarly constituted pollos authoritica ta
this C weath for assliat. in the protection
of the same, and nothing in this chapter shall in any
way limit or diminish such right, But no private
indlvidual or corporation shall request or authorize
any person or body of persons non.residenta of this
Cominonwealth, other than regular employes, to
asatat such corporation with arms in the defence of
ts property, aud no such request or authorization
shall operate as a justification of any assault
or attack made by a non.reslilent with arms
upon any person fn this Commonsealth, Ifa pri.
vato corporation or an indiyldunl who {8 an em-
ployer of Inbor, requcats or authorizes persons to
render assistance in violatlon of this section, stuch
corporation or individual and each and evory per-
son rendering such nssistance with arms shall ho
savernlly Jiable to each {ndividual Injured in person
or properiy by any actof sunch non-residont for tho
damages resulting from suchinjury, to borecovered
in an action of tort,

Hection 3. This act shall take effect upon the first
day of July in the year 1802, —(Approved Juns 18,
1802,
